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ABOUT DOMAINE GEORGES NOELLAT 

Born in Champagne, but with Burgundian blood, Maxime is the great-

grandson of Georges Noëllat, he is the nephew of the Jayer family, a 

cousin of Nicolas and Guillaume Rouget. His passion for viticulture 

started early and he studied at the Lycée Viticole in Beaune and worked 

at Domaine Emmanuel Rouget and Domaine Gros Frère et Soeur. In 

2009, the family vineyards were leased by his grandmother to some of 

the titans of Burgundy, but in 2010 the leases were ending and at the 

tender age of 19, Maxime took over the family estate. The Domaine 

boasted a high degree of old vines within the Grand Crus of Echezeaux 

and Grands Echezeaux and the Vosne-Romanée 1er Crus Les Petits 

Monts, Les Chaumes and Les Beaux Monts.  

In the vineyards, his approach is lutte raisonnée. Despite a current 

fashion for whole bunch in Burgundy, Maxime follows in the footsteps of 

his illustrious uncle Henri Jayer and usually destems all his fruit. Though 

strongly opinionated, Maxime is not dogmatic and uses stems when the 

wine needs it. There is a cold maceration before fermentation with 

natural yeasts only and 14-18 months ageing in barrel. New oak ranges 

from 30-100%, yet like many of the greatest wines, it is impossible to 

detect, as the wine easily carries it and as is typical to Maxime, there is 

no formula. 

Maxime has breathed new life into this historical estate and, in doing so, 

is perhaps achieving the impossible: becoming the new standard bearer 

for Vosne-Romanée.
